This form is used to make an SDA application for reconfiguring a lot within the Abbot Point, Cairns South, Gladstone, Mackay or Townsville State Development Areas (SDA) to the Coordinator-General.
Note:
For applications within the Abbot Point SDA, a separate form requesting authorisation of Self-assessable operational work is available to be submitted in conjunction with this SDA application.
For applications within the Cairns South SDA, a separate form for an SDA application for operational work in the Cairns South is available to be submitted in conjunction with this SDA application.
For applications within the Cairns South SDA, Gladstone SDA and Townsville SDA, a separate form for an SDA application for operational work for the clearing of native vegetation is available to be submitted in conjunction with this SDA application.

If you are completing the form manually there may be insufficient space and you may need to attach additional information.
The Coordinator-General can only accept SDA applications that are properly made. For an SDA application to be properly made, you must:
complete all fields
attach the necessary documentation
