

Template for a notice of public consultation on the road frontage of the land

Proponents of an SDA application undergoing public consultation within an SDA, must place a notice on each road frontage for the duration of the consultation period. 
The notice must:

(a) include an accurate description of the land, the subject of the application

(b) include a brief description of the proposed development

(c) state that the application and the supporting material is available for inspection from the Coordinator-General

(d) state that any person may make a submission to the Coordinator-General
(e) state the last day of the consultation period
(f) state what constitutes a submission in accordance with the definition in this development scheme.
The public notice on the premises must be:
(a) placed on, or within a reasonable distance of, the road frontage for the premises, ensuring that it is clearly visible from the road
(b) mounted at least 300 millimetres (mm) above ground level

(c) made of weatherproof material 

(d) at least A0 size. 

If more than one road frontage, a notice is to be placed on each publicly accessible road frontage for the premises.

If the only access to the premises is across other land, the notice is to be placed at the boundary between the other land and any road adjoining the other land at the point of access.
Further instructions and guidelines are provided on the road frontage template design shown on the following page. Type over or delete the text within [ ] and < > to complete the notice.
